Church Planting in Japan
 We are growing step by step, learning as we go, being 

challenged and blessed by God as we go.  Around Easter a team came from 
the US and through their ministry a new couple has started coming to 
church and a new monthly event has started up.  We are so thankful for 
Mr. and Mrs. Aihara’s faithfulness.  They are Christians and their maturity 
and faithfulness encourage us.  In April we started “English Cafe” on the 
second Sunday of the month before the church service.  We have had 4 
different people attend and have enjoyed chatting with them while having 
coffee and snacks. 
Pray for my involvement with Anointed Gospel Choir.  We meet twice 
a month for rehearsals, singing Gospel songs and learning about their 
meanings-we sing many songs in English.  Of the 28 members, 6 are 
Christians and 3 are believers who don’t quite have the confidence to share 
their decisions yet.  Three are active seekers and the Holy Spirit continues 
to soften the hearts of all.  Please pray for my interactions with these 
ladies.  Outside of rehearsals I often have opportunities to meet for coffee, 
lunch, English classes, with many of these ladies.  Pray for me to be able 
to understand the Japanese, the questions, the heart of the issues, and for 
wisdom in sharing, when to be silent and when to boldly to speak up.
